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Overview 

 
As a result of the planned ScotRail changes which are proposed to be introduced in 
June 2024, CalMac Ferries (CFL) have been reviewing the ferry timetable to 
ensure train connections are maintained throughout the day.   

 
The recent ScotRail consultation, which ceased on 20 November, sees two trains 
per hour for the majority of the day, faster trains between Glasgow and Gourock 
and additional peak services. This is a reduction in the number of train services 
from a maximum of four trains per hour, prior to the Covid pandemic. As a result of 
this, CFL have reviewed the ferry timetable to explore options to maintain 
connectivity throughout and are looking for community feedback on this.  
 
CFL have been engaging with ScotRail regularly throughout the initial stages of this 
process and have also assessed the proposal against the SPT timetable to 
understand the impact on bus operations.  

 
It is the intention that the proposed timetable will take effect from June 2024 
onwards, in line with the new ScotRail timetable. We will retain the current Gourock 
– Kilcreggan timetable up until the end of May, however, ensure that the timetable 
changes are clearly communicated within the Summer 2024 timetable release.   
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Timetable Summary 

• The timetable has been amended to allow a more uniform sequence 

throughout the day, making it easier to read and less confusing for 

customers  

 

• The timetable enables train connections with each sailing arriving and 

departing to/from Gourock with an average connection time of 10-15 minutes  

 

• We have removed a full return leg Monday – Friday and 2 x return legs on a 

Saturday to allow consistent times and maintain the afternoon break, which is 

essential for crew welfare, vessel maintenance and bunkering. This takes the 

service level from 13 sailings Mon-Fri to 12 sailings and 12 sailings on a 

Saturday to 10 sailings 

 

• The alternative to this would be adding the sailings back in, however timings 

would not be uniform and connection times would vary. We have assessed 

both options to allow the community to provide feedback on their preferred 

option 

 

• CFL have also assessed the bus connections at the Kilcreggan end to ensure 

that the timetable maintains the bus links to/from Helensburgh/Coulport and 

Kilcreggan pier  

 

• Minimal changes have been made to the morning and evening sailings to 

ensure that we keep key commuter sailings for workers  

 

• A full copy of the proposed timetable can be found in Appendix 1a-1c (V1.0) 

with a copy showing train and bus connections and Appendix 2a-2c (V2.0) 

also showing train and bus connections
